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Resumo

Este artigo de referéncia coloca em destaque mtigeiro musicado observado nos
palcos do Rio Grande do Sul durante a segunda metadséculo XIX. Ele revela
algumas companhias artisticas internacionais (aotadte européias) e nacionais que
freqientaram os teatros sulinos, assim como ogipais autores e obras levadas a
cena. Dediquei-me igualmente a analise de certgaspgue marcaram presenca
constante nos palcos estudados. Ao realizar umutherqna génese dos espetaculos
teatrais brasileiros, este texto retrata a forésgmca da cultura européia nos palcos do
pais, a influéncia européia nas artes cénicas ldrasi nascentes, o processo de
absorgcéo criativa de modelos estrangeiros e a bdacaingularidade nacional, a
crescente afirmacdo da brasilidade — fendmenosidaguds na formacado artistica e
cultural do Brasil.
